Forecast Informed Reservoir Operations
(FIRO) is a reservoir-operations strategy
that better informs decisions to retain or
release water by integrating additional
flexibility in operation policies and rules
with enhanced monitoring and improved
weather and water forecasts.

Goal: Provide atmospheric scientists,
hydrologists, resource managers,
policymakers, and water conservation
practitioners with an in-depth look at
methods for water management in the
western US amidst climate change,
population growth, and other stressors
to existing infrastructure.
